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RELINQUISHMENT AND EXTINGUISHMENT
OF EASEMENT

This Termination, Relinquishment, and Extinguishment of Easement is dated as of January
15, 2002, and is by and among Margaret L. Palmer, a single female resident of the State of
New Mexico, whose mailing address is: P.O. Box 341, Arroyo Seco, NM 87514, Owner of the
real estate legally described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and hereby made a part hereof
(“Palmer”), Eugene D. McKenna, a single male resident of the State of New Mexico, whose
mailing address is: P.O. Box 534, Arroyo Seco, NM 87514, Owner of the real estate legally
described on Exhibit “B” attached hereto and hereby made a part hereof (“McKenna”), and
Smith A. Clark and Virginia Clark, married residents of the State of New Mexico, whose
mailing address is: P.O. Bex 44, Taos Ski Valley, NM 87525, Owner of the real estate legally
described on Exhibit “C” attached hereto and hereby made a part hereof (the “Clarks”), and
relates to that certain Grant of Easement from James A. Root dated August 30, 1983 and
filed in Book M - 95 at Pages 623 to 625, Records of Taos County, New Mexico (the “No
Longer Necessary Easement”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, each of the parcels of real estate respectively described on Exhibits “A”, “B”,
and “C”, attached hereto, are subject to the provisions of the No Longer Necessary

Easement: and,

WHEREAS, a public road exists providing alternate access and utilities to each of the
parcels of real estate respectively described on Exhibits “A”, “B”, and “C”, obviating the
need for the No Longer Necessary Easement; and,

WHEREAS, Palmer has requested, and each McKenna, and the Clarks have agreed, to
extinguish and terminate the No Longer Necessary Easement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by the
respective Owners of the parcels of real estate legally described on Exhibits “A”, “B”, and
“C”, each Palmer, McKenna, and the Clarks, respectively agree as follows:

[1]  Palmer, as Owner of the real estate legally described on Exhibit “A”, McKenna, as
Owner of the real estate legally described on Exhibit “B”, and the Clarks, as Owner of
the real estate legally described on Exhibit “C”, each respectively hereby extinguish,
relinquish, and terminate the No Longer Necessary Easement created by that certain
Grant of Easement by James A. Root dated August 30, 1983, Records of Taos County,
New Mexico.
